Evening Series After spending time in the New Testament during 2009, 1 felt that the Old Testament
Minor Prophets would be a good place to go! The themes of judgment, repentance, grace and restoration fit
well with the theme of Lent - and it is probably a section of the Bible we rarely dip into? Jonah was a
reluctant 8" century prophet who was called by God to go and preach to one of Israel’s greatest enemies —
the nation of Assyria. His running away from God and his change of heart is well known, but apart from
being swallowed by a whale, there is much in here about obedience, compassion and forgiveness. Amos was
a prophet who spoke at a time of prosperity and the upper classes were doing well at the expense of the poor.
But the worship of God was cold and self-serving and God declared it idolatrous and pronounced judgment
on His people. These 2 books have a lot to say to today’s generation...together they proclaim, “Seek the Lord
and live!”
